The Town of Washington is one of the founding members of the Chippewa Valley Storm Water Forum (CVSWF).  The forum is comprised of area city, county, village, town and DNR representatives.  Members include the following cities: Altoona, Eau Claire, Menomonie, Chippewa Falls, River Falls; the following counties:  Eau Claire and Chippewa; the following village:  Lake Hallie; and the following towns: Union, Seymour, Washington, Eagle Point and Lafayette.  Partners of the forum include the UW-Extension Office and the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.  The forum allows the Town to establish working relationships, coordinate inter-jurisdicational issues, and work together as a watershed to meet the education requirements of the WPDES permit.  The expertise and information shared in this group is invaluable in keeping aprised of best practices and permit requirements.   In addition, officials are kept apprised of requirements through monthly meetings, attending informational meetings held by Eau Claire County and the Wisconsin Towns Association, and education materials provided by State and Federal Governments.

7.  The CVSWF had a storm water management education booth the Eau Claire Earth Day Event 4/24/2010, the Eau Claire Master Gardeners conference on 2/26/2010, and  the Northern Wisconsin State Fair on 710/2010.
8.  On 9/8/2010 the stormwater enviroscape model was presented to attendees of the Youth Leadership Agriculture and Environmental Days.

9.  On 10/5/2010 the Town Board Chair attended the WICCI Conference on planning for climate change.

10.  On 9/11/2010 & 9/12/2010 a representative of the CVSWF presented an exhibit and made a presentation at the Sustainability Show Case.  The CVSWF also donated a rain barrel for this event.
11.  On 10/28/2010 representative from the CVSWF made a presentation tor the WI Associatation of Environmental Educators about the forum, collaboration, and storm water cirriculum materials.

12.  Monthly WAXX Radio announcements on seasonal storm water topics by CVSWF/Eau Claire County representative. 
13.  Created public service announcements (i.e. "Fish Bowl" and "Rubber Ducks") that will be shown on area media outlets to educate public on stormwater issues such as contimination and pollution movement into waterways. 

     
· Public Involvement and Participation

The CVSWF created a high school stormwater educational circulum for use by area teachers to educate youth regarding the watershed and stormwater.  

· Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination 
In 2010 a training program on Outfall Inspection and Illicit Discharge Detection for municipal employees was developed. 
Town personnel are instructed to be vigilant regarding illicit discharges and report it per the 2003 Storm Water Plan.  Regular street sweeping is done by Town employees in the spring, summer, and fall as needed.  Complaints are followed up on and, if necessary, citations can be issued.  The Town has implemented a biennial process for the inspection of roads, ditches, and major and minor outfalls.  Also see Eau Claire County MS4 Report as county efforts are performed in the Town.   

· Construction Site Pollutant Control
Eau Claire Planning and Development manages zoning and construction in the Town of Washington.  The Eau Claire County Land Conservation Division administers and  enforces the Eau Claire County Erosion Control and Storm Water Management Ordinance that stipulates construction site pollutant controls.  Please see the Eau Claire Couny MS4 Report for details.  The Town of Washington issues driveway access permits and communicates runoff and tracking pad  requirements to minimize erosion and sediment load in storm water.
